Dr. Grover is the President Elect (2011) of the All India Ophthalmological Society (AIOS). He is Vice President of Asia Pacific Society of Oculoplastic and Reconstructive Surgery, General Secretary of the Ocular Trauma Society of India and Specialty editor of the Indian Journal of Ophthalmology. Born in 1955, Dr. A.K.
